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It was a cool October night about 2 A.M. 
when the fire call came in, “Single family home, 
occupants are out.”  Our normal response for 
this incident was two engines, a 2000 gallon 
tanker and a multiuse squad.  The location was 
about ten minutes out of town, and the fire 
could be expected to advance.  Arriving on 
scene we found a ranch style home 50% in-
volved in flame.  The attack crews advanced 
lines and very quickly “blacked down” the 
flames.    Word came out there were arcing 
wires inside and the power needed to be cut.  
Usually the electric meter would be pulled out 
and that would kill power to the house.  The 
man who went to pull the meter had problems 

getting it out.  That’s when “mad Milton” showed 
up, axe in hand.  He pushed the guy away from 
the meter, and drew the axe way back.  Yes, Mil-
ton chopped the electric service wire coming in 
from the street.  The neighborhood was instantly 
lit up, and with the sound of lightning.  The power 
to the house was killed, and Milton, by the grace 
of God, wasn’t.  The blade of the axe had vapor-
ized.  When the Asst. Chief ran around to see 
what happened and heard the story, he wanted to 
use the rest of the axe on Milton.  Six men had 
temporary blindness from the flash.  Needless to 
say, we never used an axe for a main disconnect 
again.  
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September 11, 2008 was the 
seventh anniversary of the 
9/11/01 ‘Attack on America’.  
Commemorative ceremonies 
took place at the sites of the dis-
aster in New York Cities’ Twin 
Towers and the Pentagon build-
ing in Washington, D.C.  Not 
much was said about the third 
site, the crash of flight #93 near 
Shanksville, Pennsylvania.  Ac-
cording to cell phone records, 
the passengers overpowered the 
hijackers and caused the plane 
to crash, rather than let them 
reach their intended target.  I 
was at a loss regarding some-

thing to write about Flight #93, 
when Jerry, N3EMZ a retired 
former fellow colleague came to 
my rescue.  I shall now share 
with you parts of Jerry’s letter to 
me. 
 

“As you are probably aware, the 
plane crashed into the ground 
with such force, that fifty percent 
of it was never recovered. 
 

“Although understandably sol-
emn, the site is a nice place to 
visit.  The open field where the 
plane went down is such a se-
rene area amongst rolling hills, 

forests, and fertile farmland that 
seems to open up its arms to 
welcome you.  For someone who 
could not pick his own graveside, 
fate picked one of the finest rest-
ing places this side of Heaven.  It 
is well worth your time when you 
are in the area to visit the site. 
There is currently a memorial at 
the crash site and visitors leave 
memorabilia from many different 
people from around the country 
and the world.   With warmest 
regards, Jerry.”

For Adults—Prescription and non-prescription medications that are regularly used, 
denture needs, contact lenses and supplies, extra eyeglasses, hearing aid batteries.
